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rom his early childhood, Saint Vlasios was

God-fearing and meek. Because of his great
virtues, he was chosen as bishop of the city of
Sebastia in Armenia. At the time of a grave
persecution of Christians, St. Vlasios encouraged
his flock and visited the martyrs of Christ in
prison, among them St. Evstratios. When the
city of Sebastia was completely depleted of
Christians - some were slain, and others fled -
Bishop Vlasios withdrew to Mt. Argeos and
settled there in a cave. Wild beasts recognized
the holy man, gathered around him and he
tenderly caressed them. However the persecutors
found the saint in this remote place and brought
him to trial. Along the way, St. Vlasios cured a
young boy who had a bone caught in his throat.
To the plea of the poor widow whose pig had
been snatched by a wolf, the saint, by the power
of his prayer, commanded the wolf to return it.
The sinister judges tortured St. Vlasios severely,
flogging him and scrapping him with an iron
comb. By his steadfastness in the Faith of Christ,
St. Vlasios converted many pagans to the Faith.
He suffered and was glorified in the year 316.
People pray to St. Vlasios for the well-being of
livestock and for protection against wild beasts.
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s for the renowned Empress Theodora, she

was from Paphlagonia and was the daughter
of a certain Marinus, the commander of a military
regiment. While being the wife of the Emperor
Theophilus, the last of the Iconoclasts, she
adorned the royal diadem with her virtue and
piety; as long as her husband Theophilus lived,
she privately venerated icons, despite his
displeasure. After his death, she restored the holy
icons to public veneration at the Council in
Constantinople in 842 'This is commemorated on
the Sunday of Orthodoxy, the First Sunday of the
Great Fast. She governed the Empire wisely for
fifteen years, since her son Michael was not yet of
age. But in 857 she forsook her royal power and
entered a convent in Constantinople called
Gastria, where she finished the course of her life
