ne of the most ancient cities of the Promised

Land was Shechem (“Sychar”), at the foot of
Mt. Gerazim. It was the first city in Canaan
Abraham visited and was also a leading city of
ancient Israel. Here Jesus of Navi addressed the
tribes of Israel, and here, 300 years later, all Israel
assembled to make Rehoboam the king. Near to
this town, in the 19th Century BC, Jacob bought a
piece of land with a well. It was preserved until the
time of Christ, and known as Jacob's Well.
Eventually the town became a part of the land of
Samaria. We know the following of the Samaritans:
In 721 BC, Salmanasar, the Assyrian king, held the
tribes of Israel captive, relocating them to Babylon
and Medes. He then gathered various nations of
idolaters and sent them into the conquered lands.
They were later instructed in the Jewish faith, but
also worshipped idols. They accepted only the five
books of Moses, rejecting the other books of Bible,
and thought themselves to be descendants of
Abraham and Jacob. The Jews rejected the
Samaritans as heathen foreigners and had no
communication with them. Thus the name
Samaritan is used derisively many times in the
Gospel narrations. When our Lord Jesus Christ
came to this city at midday, being wearied from the
journey and the heat, He sat down at this well.
After a little while the Samaritan woman came to

draw water. She conversed at length with the Lord
and heard from Him secret things concerning
herself, and she believed in Him; through her many
Samaritans also believed. After the descent of the
Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the woman of Samaria was
baptized by the Apostles with the name Photini and
became a great preacher and martyr of Christ; her
other feast day is on February 26.

he Holy and Righteous Job, was a descendant

of Esau, the grandson of Abraham, and lived in
Arabia about 2,000 years before Christ. He was a
rich, honorable and God-fearing man. When he
reached the age of 79, God permitted heavy
temptation from Satan to fall on him, as is written
in the Book of Job. In one day, he lost all his
children and his possessions, and a great sickness
fell upon him. Job lay on a rubbish heap outside the
town and scoured his sores with shards of broken
pottery. Yet he did not complain of God, but
patiently endured his sufferings. Therefore the Lord
restored his health and gave him riches greater than
he had had before, and there were born to him
seven sons and three daughters—as many as he had
had before. Job lived for 248 years, glorifying and
praising God. Job is regarded as the model of
patient endurance of every suffering that God sends
us, and is a type of the suffering Christ.
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
