Sunday of the Canaanite

n Monday, January 30, we celebrate the feast

of the Three Hierarchs. Each of these saints
have their own feast day: St. Basil the Great,
January 1; St. Gregory the Theologian, January
25; and St. John Chrysostom, November 13. This
combined feast day, January 30, was instituted in
the eleventh century during the reign of Emperor
Alexius Comnenus.

At one time a debate arose among the
people concerning who of the three is the
greatest? Some extolled Basil because of his purity
and courage; others extolled Gregory for his
unequaled depth and lofty mind in theology; still
others extolled Chrysostom because of his
eloquence and clarity in expounding the Faith.
